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What is Sexual Violence?  Sexual violence is any time a person is forced, coerced, and/or manipulated into 
unwanted sexual activity.  Sexual violence includes rape, incest, child sexual assault, date and acquaintance 
rape, statutory rape, marital or partner rape, sexual exploitation, sexual contact, sexual harassment, expo-
sure, and voyeurism.  It often impacts a victim’s ability to trust and their ability to feel safe in their environ-
ment  Rape and other forms of sexual assault are crimes.  It is motivated by a need to control, humiliate and 
harm.  It is not motivated by sexual desire.  Rapists and sexual assault perpetrators use sex as a weapon to 
dominate others.  No matter when, where or how it happened, sexual violence is NEVER the victim’s fault.   
 
Who is at Risk for Sexual Violence?  Sexual violence can happen to anyone—regardless of gender, race, 
age, socio-economic status, or religion.  Sexual violence can occur at any time and be perpetrated by any-
body.  Most sexual assaults are committed by someone the victim knows-a friend, date, classmate, 
neighbor, relative—rarely by a stranger in a dark alley.  For example, it is estimated that 70% of all rapes 
are committed by someone known to the victim. 
 
If You are a Victim of Sexual Assault ...try to go to a safe place.  Call someone you can trust for emo-
tional support. Contact HAVIN at 724-548-8888 or 800-841-8881.   
 
Do Not Shower.  Oftentimes the first reaction is to take a shower to try to cleanse your body from this as-
sault.  Valuable evidence of the assault remains on your body and clothes.  However, if you have already 
bathed, please don’t let that stop you from seeking medical care.  If possible, place the unlaundered clothes 
you wore during the assault in a paper (not plastic) bag and take them to the hospital or to law enforcement.   
 
Seek Medical Attention.  Doctors can check for injuries that may not be visible.  Medical staff can also 
treat you for STDs and provide medication to prevent pregnancy.  Hospital staff may also perform a rape 
exam to collect evidence, in the event you decide to prosecute.      
 
Law Enforcement:  Victims of sexual violence also make the choice whether to prosecute this crime.  It is 
difficult to make this decision immediately after the assault.  Please consider notifying the police of the as-
sault.  It is best for them to investigate immediately, the decision to prosecute or not prosecute can happen 
at a later date.  It is not possible for them to go back and obtain evidence that has been destroyed.  Also, re-
member that if you were assaulted by this person, you are unlikely to be the only victim.  Prosecution is one 
of the few ways to stop a perpetrator of sexual violence. 
 
Seek Counseling.  You have been through a traumatic experience and may need help dealing with this as-
sault.  Contact HAVIN at 724-548-8888 or 800-841-8881.  All of our services are free and confidential. 
 
Dealing with Your Emotions.  A sexual assault is often a serious life crisis.  If you are a victim of sexual 
violence, you may be experiencing a wide range of emotions and feelings.  Some emotions experienced are 
denial, depression, flashbacks, guilt, anger, self-blame, anxiety, shame, nightmares, loneliness, fear, social 
withdrawal, difficulty trusting yourself or others, and/or difficulty concentrating.  Many survivors of sexual 
violence express feeling overwhelmed by their emotions and believe that they are “going crazy”.  Whatever 
you may be feeling, rest assured that it is normal for what you just experienced.   Acknowledging and work-
ing through your feelings are the first steps toward coping with the crisis.  Sexual violence is among the 
most common causes of Post Traumatic Stress Disorder.  Counseling can help you work through this or-
deal.
