It's a local FACT...yes, in Armstrong County

FACT: In 2003 in Armstrong County there were 40 acciden tal deaths, 12 alcohol re-
lated. Of those 40 deaths, 11 were vehicular death s five were DUI’s.

FACT: To date in 2004 there have been 40 accidental dea ths, nine alcohol related. Of
those 40, 9 were vehicular deaths three were DUI’s.

FACT: In 2003 the staff of Children, Youth and Family S  ervices evaluated 424 Arm-
strong County referrals in which child abuse, child  neglect, school truancy, and youth
ungovernability were alleged and/or subsequently co nfirmed.

FACT: HAVIN served 609 individuals experiencing domesti ¢ and sexual violence dur-
ing the fiscal year 2003/2004. HAVIN staff sees a high correlation between drug and
alcohol abuse and family violence.

Drug-Facilitated Sexual Assault

Sexual assault violates a person’s trust and fg@elirsafety. It occurs any time a person is foyced
coerced, and/or manipulated into any unwanted $exati@ity. The continuum of sexual assault indad
incest, child sexual assault, ritual abuse, stnargyee, date and acquaintance rape, statutory magréal or
partner rape, sexual exploitation, sexual conttyal harassment, exposure and voyeurism. SAsual
sault can happen to anyone regardless of gendex;, age, socio-economic status or religion.
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Drugs and alcohol are the number one factor #eadd to non-stranger (date/acquaintance) rapé.
Many victims say that their ability to react wagmired because they were drinking or takings dringst
date had been drinking and became sexually aggesssithe offender uses a drug to subdue thenvicti
Drinking offenders committed over a third of th@ea or sexual assaults of persons older than 12.

Drug-facilitated sexual assault is when an offendss an “anesthesia-type” drug on a victim
(usually placed in a drink), which renders her/lpinysically helpless and incapacitated-making tic&ni
incapable of giving consent to sexual activity.eThost common drugs used to commit this crime are
GHB, Ketamine, Ecstasy and Rohypnol.

Although sexual assault can never be prevented,dre some suggestions to help you reduce your
risk of being assaulted: Trust your gut...if yaand feel comfortable in a situation, leave; Bechmarge of
your own life...when on a date, don’t feel you “Swieat person anything; Don’t mix sexual decisiovith
drugs and alcohol; Be aware of date rape drugg’t.docept beverages from open containers and donlt
leave your drink unattended; Practice the buddtesys.go to parties with a friend and leave with that
friend!
