Stalking is a crime. Stalking is a course of conduct directed at a $ipgoérson that places a reasonable person in fear
for her/his safety. It is against the law in evstgte. Stalking across state lines or in federakories is illegal un-
der federal law.

Many People are stalked.1 in 12 women and 1 in 45 men will be stalked wirthifetimes.

Stalking can be very dangerous. 76% of womendkitig their intimate partners were stalked by thesgners before
they were killed.

Despite Congress' busy end of the year sched@edhstant pressure of phone calls, emails and fasiped make

VAWA passed in the Senate Friday (12/16) night bgnimous consent, and in the House on Saturdag{)L after-
noon by voice vote as part of the larger Departroédustice Authorization bill. It now only awalise President's sigH
nature to become law! This is a tremendous victoryictims of domestic violence, dating violensexual assault ar]
stalking everywhere in this country!!!

VAWA 2005 takes a more holistic approach to addngsgiolence against women. In addition to enhag@nminal

and civil justice and community-based responsekdse crimes, VAWA creates notable new focus sseel as:

-- developing prevention strategies to stop théevice before it starts,

-- protecting individuals from being evicted frohetr homes due to their status as a victim of doimegslence or
stalking,

-- developing culturally- and linguistically-speicikervices for communities,

-- enhancing programs and services for victims wiffabilities,

-- broadening VAWA service provisions to includeldren and teens, and

-- increasing legal assistance for victims.

While rape crisis centers have made tremendoug¢ss towards assuring that sexual assault victo®ive
the services they need, many centers’ ability teesthe needs of all victims of sexual violence hiasorically been
hampered by a significant lack of resourc@bere has never been a federal funding stream dedited entirely to
the provision of direct services for victims of sexal violence. A shortage of state-level funding caused by budge
cuts in recent years compounds the problem. Ragie centers report that they have cut the frequerfi counseling
sessions with victims and hours of hotline operatjdwo of the most crucial services rape crisigars provide. With-
out a consistent and specialized funding streardifect services, rape crisis centers face unceftéires and will
struggle to meet the emotional, medical, legalland-term mental health needs of victims.

The proposed Sexual Assault Services Act (SASAhénServices and Outreach title of VAWA 2005 wii-
ate a desperately needed funding stream for diegeices for sexual assault victims, as well asigdeoresources for
state sexual assault coalitions, whose assistarniogaluable to service providers nationwide. SA&#uld authorize
the Attorney General to award grants to assiseé$rdnd states in their effort to provide servicesdult and minor sex-
ual assault victims and their family. Grants cdoddused for general intervention and advocacyS/ARAInds also
could be used to provide training and technicakgmsce relating to sexual assault for various miggdions, including
law enforcement, courts, etc.

The Pennsylvania Legislature Passes the Protectiéimom Abuse Act Amendments

On October 31st, the last day of Domestic VioleAwareness Month, the Pennsylvania General Assembly
passed the long-awaited Protection From Abuse (feAAmendments (HB 1717). By a unanimous vote,3tate
House concurred with the Senate and sent therbilb ¢he Governor for his signature. The PFA sglamendments
will take effect in 180 days from the date of sigmi

As passed, HB 1717 strengthens the effectivemebsgm@forcement of protection orders and enhaneesafety
of domestic violence victims and their childremeSifically, the legislation amends the Protecisam Abuse Act to
do the following:

Give the Court discretion to order a PFA defendamelinquish all firearms, not to exceed the dorabf a PFA
order;

Offer accountability measures for defendants wiilddeabide by the PFA order;

Provide defendants with the option of relinquishiingarms to a third party of his/her choosing $afekeeping anc
provide accountability measures for those pareéskeeping firearms;

Standardize the process for the return of fireaatitee conclusion of a PFA order;
Expand the duration of PFA orders from 18 to 36 then

Give judges the discretion to order supervised atioh of not more than six months to a defendard wiblated the
terms and conditions of a PFA order;

Remove victim fee associated with PFA proceedings;

Refine provisions associated with authority andsgliction, giving law enforcement officers greaaeithority to
follow through with the arrest of domestic violeraféenders; and

Directs the court to consider any risk posed bydifendant to the children, as well as risk toglaéntiff, when
awarding temporary custody or temporary visitatights with regard to minor children.

These amendments have been nine long years ingkimg and have come only after painstaking netjotia
with advocacy groups and stakeholders at both atatenational levels. But all of this hard worls Hmought Pennsyl-
vanians unprecedented protections for themselvsharir children who find themselves victims of leiace.
